The atmosphere is alive 
with twinkling lights, a soaring Christmas tree on Gaukel Street, and cozy outdoor 
experiences like free skating, maple ta�y on snow, �re performers, and a model train 
display inside City Hall. Music and entertainment take center stage—local choirs, 
singer songwriters, dance troupes, and holiday-themed concerts �ll the schedule, 
bringing traditional and modern festive cheer to the crowd.
